1. Prepare poster for one standard (8.5” x 11”) size paper (e.g., use powerpoint). 
2. After gaining advisor’s approval, enlarge the sheet by 300% to create 

a 25.5”x33” poster.  Mount on foam board.    This can be done at the

UMBC Geology Cartographic lab for $25, or at Common Vision (in Commons) for a bit more, or at
Kinkos for a lot more.

3. If the advisor has grant or Drif funding, poster costs should be paid by advisor’s funds.  If you need funding, please let me know—there is a possibility that the dept will cover the expense ($25).
4. At the event, each presenter will be given ½ side of one of the 9 easel sides allocated for posters.   Each easel is 6ft wide and 4ft tall; thus each poster presenter will have at most 3 horizontal feet of display space.    Plan on displaying your poster vertically (not horizontally).  
5. At most 18 posters will be accepted for the poster session.  
6. Posters will be judged on the basis of scientific merit and effective presentation.  Each participant may vote for three posters using Range Voting.*  The three highest-scoring winners will receive $50 each.
